 Cruise Dates

Fees

Eligibility Requirements
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Students must enroll 60 days prior to desired cruise sail date. The full program fee of  $1800 is due upon enrollment.   
Upon receipt of the program fees, students will be enrolled in World Campus and will be able to begin their online training  seminars
The online training seminars must be completed one week prior to the cruise departure date.
International students must apply for B1/B2 visa prior to  enrollment and must show proof of visa approval. 
An AHA and MHG Certificate is issued at the completion of the onboard and online training. Certificate requirements are 85% on all 
corresponding exams (online and onboard).

7 day onboard training takes place upon Princess Cruises departing from Ft. Lauderdale, Florida. Current departure dates:
November 17th
March 9th
 Dates are subject to change, additional dates may come available per demand.  Any school with enrollment of 20 or more students 
may have the opportunity to select a specific desired departure date.
